Anthony Charles “Deuce” Lunn, husband of Mazie Ransom Lunn, transitioned
on Monday, December 20, 2022 at MUSC Providence in Columbia, SC. Born
in Columbia on October 1, 1948, he was a son of Pearl B. Fogle and the late
Charlie Lunn. Anthony grew up in the Arsenal Hill Community and attended
Richland District One Schools, graduating from C. A. Johnson High School in
1967. He was a star football player, basketball player and also ran track at C.
A. Johnson High School. 
At a young age, Anthony was baptized at Zion Baptist Church in Columbia,
S.C (1962). As an adult he joined First Calvary Baptist Church in Columbia.
Anthony was a member of the Jubilee Choir, Deacon Ministry, and Church
liaison for Reverend Doctor Samuel K. Lewis. 

 Upon graduating from high school, Anthony enlisted into the United States
Army. He was a Vietnam Era Veteran. Before honorably serving his country a
second time, he met the love of his life, Mazie Ransom, and they were united
in holy matrimony on September 7, 1973 in Columbia, SC. After being
honorably discharged for a second time, he was employed by Wells Fargo
Bank and worked in Logistic at the Veterans Administration Hospital in
Columbia, S. C., where he retired. 

 Anthony was an avid fisherman, sports fan, and loved to travel. Some of
Anthony and his wife Mazie’s adventurous destinations included; Alaska,
Puerto Rico, Alabama, New Orleans, Florida, and various places in South

'Chef AL', was well-known for his culinary expertise on the grill and in the
kitchen. Anthony served the community as a member of the C. A. Johnson
Men’s Alumni Breakfast Club.
