Mamie Davis Witherspoon, 93, wife of the late Isell Witherspoon, Sr. passed
on Monday, March 17, 2014 at the Tuomey Healthcare System in Sumter, SC.
Born in Sumter County, she was one of nine children born to the late Isaiah
and Nancy Taylor Davis, Sr. She was educated in the Beulah public school in
the Bell Mills section of Sumter County. 

 At an early age, she joined Enon Missionary Baptist Church and served
faithfully with the Senior Missionary, Women Auxiliary, Church Sexton and
Pastor’s Aide. 

 In 2003, she was added to Kingsbury Road Church of Christ, where she
attended faithfully and served benevolently until her health failed.
